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IMPORTANT NOTICES 
 
Sand Trap Reconstruction Project!  
Ironwood sand traps are getting a “face lift” starting June 1st through the summer!  
The following guidance is from Head Golf Professional Coby Welch. 

• During this time, ALL sand traps will be considered “ground under repair”, 
whether or not they are currently being worked on.     

• Players will be able to take free relief if their ball comes to rest in a bunker.  Relief 
will be taken at the nearest point of complete relief that is no closer to the hole.  In 
most situations, the free drop will likely be behind the bunker or very close to where 
the ball entered the bunker.  If there are workers or equipment in the intended relief 
area, the player should take relief to the side of the bunker that does not interfere 
with the work being performed.
